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________________________________________________________________________IPFW’s Appleseed Writing Project, an affiliate of the National Writing Project, is pleased to announce its 9th annual Invitational Summer Institute to be held on the IPFW campus.  One pre-institute Saturday workshop is scheduled for April 16, 2011. The Summer Institute begins on Monday, June 20 and runs through Friday, July 15, 2011. 
Up to sixteen outstanding area teachers will be chosen from the applicants to participate in this intensive writing workshop offering professional development opportunities for K-16 teachers. Appleseed Writing Project participants from previous years and area administrators nominate outstanding teachers to apply to the institute, or teachers can nominate themselves. Those nominees will be invited to submit an application portfolio and participate in a personal interview sometime in the late fall and winter.
Once selected, Summer Institute Fellows will first attend a pre-institute workshop session on Saturday from 9:00 to 4:00, scheduled for April 16, 2011 and then attend the daily Summer Institute daily from Monday, June 20 through Friday, July 15, 2010 (excluding Monday, July 4).  Participants will receive six hours of graduate credit, which is typically funded (partially or wholly) by the National Writing Project. Workshop participants will earn three hours of graduate credit at the end of the summer workshop and another three hours in May after applying and analyzing what they have learned during the fall and spring of the school year.

During the Summer Institute, invited Fellows will:

· Increase their individual knowledge and enjoyment of writing 

· Present a demonstration of a successful teaching approach

· Attend presentations by special guests

· Participate in writing groups to share and respond to one another’s words

· Discuss applications of current research and curricular movements in creative writing, writing to learn, and writing assessment

· Share “best practices” that will empower their students to write more effectively
· Research and reflect on their own writing

· Develop skills of collaboration and coaching

When the participants (or fellows) have completed the summer institute, they will emerge as Teacher Consultants, ready to successfully employ quality writing instruction in their own classrooms, become leaders in their schools, and consider conducting in services and workshops on a variety of topics. These workshops bring the benefits of the writing project to other teachers in the area, helping to sustain and grow the Appleseed Writing Project through a networking of expertise in teaching.
