In October 2007, at the invitation of
the Chinese Academy of Sciences,
Professor Paladino went to Beijing,
Chendu, and Shanghi to give
presentations on global warming and
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possible collaborations with the USA
and IPFW in global warming issues
and the possible effects on endangered
species like pandas. The Chinese
colleagues were very interested and
came to the United States this past
May for a follow-up meeting at Drexel
University and IPFW, where letters of
agreement were signed that will allow
for exchanges for students and faculty,
as well as interactions between the
Chinese Academy Universities and
Research Centers and IPFW.

Paladino also took 23 students in BIOL
140 Introduction to Marine Biology to
the Goldring Marine Station in Parque
Marino Las Baulas, Costa Rica, this
spring for 10 days of intensive field
experience, where they participated
in the annual Children’s Sea Turtle
Festival and parade. These students
had field laboratories in the local

dry forest, mangrove estuary, rocky
intertidal zone, and snorkel labs
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on three different coral reefs. They
identified and developed a field log
book with animals ranging from
howler monkeys to white-tipped
reef sharks. This new intro class is
available through IPFW international
programs. Professors James Haddock
and Winfried Peters from biology,

these students and helped with the
laboratories.
