Now that I have been at IPFW for one full semester, 
I have been able to gather a clearer picture of the 
role of our School of Education within the wider 
community. One thing is certain. Never before in 
the history of Education have teachers been faced 
with the complexities of teaching with the fairly 
new legislature of the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) 
Act (which assumes that all children will reach a 
level of competency in Reading, Math and Lan-
guage Arts) and the need for teachers, schools and 
districts to substantially raise student achievement 
levels. As a community of teacher/scholars, we 
all (professors, teachers, students) need to work 
together in helping define and be receptive to the 
issues put before us. Concurrently, as a community 
of intellectuals and practitioners, it is our duty to 
reflect on our craft and all local, state and national 
demands with a critical eye. 

With the NCLB in full force, we are left with no 
option but to deal with two very real structural is-
sues regarding schools: (1) We are charged with 
increasing test scores and, by definition, student 
achievement, and (2) we are expected to develop 
the culture to do so. Certain critical issues stand 
as a challenge, resulting in many questions we can 
and should ask. For instance: Does having more 
standardized tests mean children really learn more? 
Who is advantaged or disadvantaged by standard-
ized tests? Where is the educator’s voice in the 
standards movement? Has test-driven learning 
been critically assessed? Do teachers believe that 
better learning occurs when teaching for a stan-
dardized test? What level of depth do standardized 
tests test? How relevant are the questions on these 
tests? Are students afraid of these tests? If so, how 
does fear affect performance? How does teaching 
to the test affect teaching?

To answer the above questions about institution-
alized legislature necessitates that we become 
reflective practitioners. Moreover, we are obliged 
to search for the answers to the above ques-
tions. Perhaps we ought to realize that changing 
our teacher culture may not necessarily be about 
understanding how to raise test scores, but in fact 
asking questions and seeking answers as to why, 
for whom and for what cause are these tests con-
structed.

The above in mind begs an initial statement. To 
answer the above questions means that we as-
sume or view teaching as a leadership activity. I 
cannot do justice to the concept of leadership in 
this small space. But one proponent of leadership 
is necessary for a teacher to be authentically effec-
tive with her/his students. Here, leadership assumes 
an intellectual endeavor. As intellectuals, teachers 
should be asking questions and in quest of answers 
to intricate issues such as institutionalized policies 
that are questionable. How are these polices demo-
cratic? Who do these policies serve? How do these 
polices affect social class and racial issues? Do 
these polices promote authentic learning?

It seems to me that if we are to adopt the above 
“teaching as leadership” mantra, a shift in culture 
may slowly occur. The shift may involve a move 
from teaching to higher standards only (and thereby 
assumed better achievement) to a culture that seeks 
questions and answers that will help restructure 
authentic learning and teaching. Asking such ques-
tions and assuming this form of leadership may 
seem risky at first. However, if done appropriately, 
with the sincere interest of our students at heart, the 
chances of success in learning may occur on many 
different levels – understanding a student’s culture, 
their identities, their experiences, their needs and 
desires.

One of our aspirations in the School of Education is 
to provide pre-service teachers with the intellectual 
and practical tools to understand the multiple func-
tions of our schools. That said, I challenge you to 
be the teacher intellectuals that you are and can be, 
and by doing so begin to ask questions and seek 
answers to probe complex social issues that arise 
from reform efforts such as NCLB. 

As always, any suggestions on topics you would 
like me to write about are welcome. I wish you all 
continued success in your studies and continued 
intellectual growth as we move forward in 2004.

School of Education 
Behavior Review Policy

If, in the professional judgment of a SOE 
faculty member, a student’s behavior is 
deemed professionally inappropriate, 
inadequate, and/or unethical, the following 
steps will be taken:

1. The faculty member, or a team of faculty members (e.g. T.E.A.M. program faculty), 
who has become aware of a problem will meet (in the presence of an additional 
faculty member) with the student.  The student will at this time be made aware of 
the concerns and be allowed to respond.  If it is felt to be helpful at this time, the 
faculty member(s) will offer suggestions for possible changes in the student’s be-
havior.  This meeting will be documented in writing.  Examples of problems which 
may be addressed include, but are not limited to:

• Inappropriate affect and emotions;

• Ineffective interpersonal skills;

• Lack of respect for the feelings, opinions, knowledge and abilities 
of others;

• Lack of awareness of social and professional behaviors and 
expectations;

• Inability to reflect upon and take responsibility for own behavior;

• Unwillingness/inability to accept suggestions positively and 
modify behavior appropriately.

2. If deemed important and appropriate, the faculty member(s) will also write a letter 
to the SOE Associate Dean concerning the meeting with the student.  The written 
documentation of the meeting with the student will be attached to this letter.  The 
faculty concurrently will inform the student, in writing, that such a letter has been 
sent to the Associate Dean.  Upon the request by the student or Associate Dean, a 
student advocate will be appointed from among the SOE faculty.

3. If the Associate Dean deems the student’s problem to be serious enough in nature, 
he/she subsequently will appoint a SOE faculty committee to investigate all as-
pects of the situation and to interview the student.  The student may then be given 
recommendations for modification of behavior and warning for potential dismissal 
from the program.

4. The faculty committee’s report, including recommendation and/or requirements, 
will be placed in the student’s file and a copy will be delivered to the student.  
Included in this report will be an appropriate timeline for the required modifications 
of behavior.  At this point, the student’s advisor, the Dean, appropriate faculty and 
supervisors will be notified of the student’s warning of potential dismissal from the 
program.

5. The Dean, Associate Dean and faculty committee subsequently will monitor and 
document the student’s progress or lack of progress in carrying out the recom-
mendations for the student.  The student’s failure to comply with the recommenda-
tions will lead to his/her being dropped from the program.

6. If the decision is made that the student will be dropped from the program, the 
Dean will provide the student with written documentation of this decision.

7. If the student is not satisfied with the SOE decision, he/she can subsequently fol-
low the appeals procedure of Indiana University-Purdue University Fort Wayne.

Once again the students of IPFW’s School of 
Education are impacting the education and, 
indeed, the lives of the area’s K-12 students as 
approximately 150 aspiring educators from our 
university are student teaching this spring in 112 
schools throughout ten counties in northeastern 
Indiana.

All SOE students are reminded that student 
teaching applications for any upcoming school 
year are due October - December for Fall semes-
ter and January - March for Spring semester of 
the previous school year.  Also, it is important 
to remember that all single student teaching 
(elementary/secondary) experiences will be 12 
weeks in length, while dual endorsement experi-
ences (elementary/kindergarten, elementary/
middle school or high school/middle school 
including special education) will be requested as 
a 10 week/6 week split.  Therefore, it is important 
that students applying for dual endorsement stu-

dent teaching be prepared to request 
school choices for both levels of experience.  
As always, applications are available, and ques-
tions will be answered in Neff 243.  An accurate 
and complete student teaching application will 
be of great help to the student not only in the 
application process but also in the planning of 
the final classes needed to complete his/her 
degree requirements.  The advice of an advisor 
can be of great help in this process.

Education students are reminded also that an 
early start on the planning and collecting of 
artifacts for their portfolios is of great benefit 
in completing that project on a timely and pro-
fessional basis.  Portfolios are collected and 
evaluated during the latter stages of the student 
teaching experience.

Best of luck to all of our SOE students cur-
rently “in the field” and those approaching that 
milestone in their professional preparation.  The 
IPFW SOE faculty and staff, as well as those ea-
gerly awaiting students, are counting on you to 
maintain the Mastodon tradition of excellence!

Praxis I and Praxis II Exams

All students wishing to be admitted to the 
Teacher Education program should take the 
Praxis I exam during your sophomore year.  
This test, also known as the Pre-Professional 
Skills Test (PPST), is a requirement for state 
licensure and for admission to the IPFW Teacher 
Education program.   You can take the PPST 
during one of the six national test dates each 
year or you can take them on the computer at 
the IPFW Testing Services Center (Kettler 232B).

All students must also take at least one Praxis 
II exam in your teaching area(s).  The Praxis II 
exam(s) are usually taken just prior to or during 
your student teaching semester.  These exams 
are only offered on six national test dates per 
year.  Registration bulletins are available in the 
School of Education Licensing and Advising 
Center (Neff 243).  

Elementary Education majors: On September 1, 
2003, the passing score for the Elementary Edu-
cation: Curriculum, Instruction and Assessment 
exam was raised to 165.  If you have already 
taken this Praxis II exam, but have not applied 
for your license, be sure to verify that your 
passing score meets this new requirement.

July 1, 2006 to complete your program and 
apply for the license.  This is also the deadline 
for you to apply for any additions to your license 
under this same set of rules.  If you do not 
complete requirements before this date, you will 
be required to complete program requirements 
under the new Rules 2002.  

If you do not know which set of rules you are 
under, you should look at the date in which you 
began attending college.  Anyone starting his/her 
college education after July 1, 2002 is under the 
Rules 2002 program.  If you started your college 
education prior to July 1, 2002 you are under 
the Rules 46/47 program, unless you specifically 
notified us of your intention to switch to the new 
Rules 2002 program.  I recommend that you 
check with your advisor and view your academic 
file to be sure you know which rules you are 
working under.

If you are a Rules 46/47 candidate, and you are 
considering whether to add minors or endorse-
ments to your license after graduation, I strongly 
recommend you do so before the 2006 deadline.  
In most cases it will be more difficult for you to 
add subject areas to your license after this date.
