Definition of Student Teaching

Student teaching is defined as a full day, full time, school-based experience that is supervised by
both a certified experienced teacher and a university supervisor. The primary objective of
student teaching is to provide the opportunity for acquisition and demonstration of instructional
competence with beginning professional educators. The student teaching experience has been
carefully designed to be as realistic and as intensive as actual teaching. This involves placing
student teachers in schools with carefully selected and qualified cooperating teachers.
Supervision is regarded as absolutely essential and is a mutual responsibility of the cooperating
teacher and the university supervisor, who are proven successful classroom teachers. The extent
of actual student teacher or practicum student involvement and the assumption of full class
responsibilities rest upon the mutual agreement of the candidate, the cooperating teacher, and the
university supervisor, who make up the Student Teaching Triad.

The basic role of the triad members is to work as a team through constant communication to
support, enhance, and prepare the student teacher to become a reflective professional. Each
member has a specific set of responsibilities outlined in this handbook.

Student TeacherResponsililities _ } _
Student teaching requires a full-time University Cooperaing
commitment on the part of the student teacher, Supervisor Teacher
and normally no other courses are taken during

this period of time. It is recognized that many \

university students maintain part-time employment while

attending university classes. Due to the excessive Student

demands on the student’s time during the student teaching Teacher

period, students are requested to arrange their schedules so
that they need not work during the student teaching phase
of their program. If it appears that employment is jeopardizing the success of the student
teacher’s program, the student teacher will be given the option of terminating either employment
or student teaching.

Fundamentally, the student teacher must consider oneself and behave as a beginning
professional. Student teachers are expected to act professionally, working with the cooperating
teacher, the university supervisor, professional colleagues, and students to strengthen their skills
and knowledge as a teacher.



Student Teaching Plicies

Although cooperating teachers assume the major responsibility for directing student teachers in
their work, student teachers must assume certain responsibilities in order to receive full benefit
from their experience. The policy statements and suggested procedures which follow should
clarify some of the responsibilities of the teacher candidate.

Calendar/Vacations

It is the policy of IPFW that candidates WILL follow the calendar of the respective school
corporation. FALL student teachers will report the first teacher day of the school corporation.
SPRING student teachers will report the first day back from holiday break and also will honor
the corporation’s spring break.

Family Responsibilities
Child care or family responsibilities should not affect the student teachers’ arrival time or
departure time or their responsibilities during the school day.

Absencs

There are no sick days in student teaching. However, if a student teacher is going to be late or
miss a day, notify the cooperating teacher, university supervisor, and the Student Teaching

Office. If extenuating circumstances occur, the university supervisor and cooperating teacher

will meet to discuss extending the experience and make a recommendation accordingly to the
Student Teaching Office. If the school should experience an emergency shut down, notify the
university supervisor immediately. Excessive absees my result in an extesion of the student
teaching egerien®@ or termination.

Student Teachers may nat ad asa paid subgituteif the cooperating teacher is absent.
Candidates may maintain leadership of the class if the cooperating teacher is absent for a brief
time during the full time teaching period and if the principal designates a teacher-in-charge who
is an employee. Candidates are not an empl@&yef the school or undepntract They may not
receive any payment from the school during the student teaching experience (this includes
coaching or other extracurricular activities).

Grading

The evaluation of the student teacher is a shared responsibility involving the cooperating teacher,
the student teacher, the university supervisor, and the Director of Field Services. Though each of
these individuals is expected to make a contribution to the evaluation of student teaching
performance, it is the Director of Field Services who is charged by the university with final
authority and responsibility for assigning the grade. Student teaching is graded on an S/F basis.
A “Satisfactory” grade is based on the assessments completed by the cooperating teacher and on
the recommendation of the university supervisor. A student will need a cumulative average score
on all official student teaching evaluations of a 2.5 to pass student teaching. If a student should
receive an “F” (Failure) for the student teaching experience, it would then be necessary for the
candidate to repeat the student teaching experience in its entirety. (Purdue University, grades A
through F are used to designate the student teacher’s performance. A grade of C or better meets
satisfactory performance).



SECTION II
Student Teaching Experience

Student Teaching thases

The student teaching experience should follow a natural progression of increasing student teacher
immersion into the full responsibilities of a teacher. The following graphic representation are a
guide based on a 10-week and 6-week placement. It is important to note that this only serves as a
guide. Specific lengths and activities of each phase will be determined collaboratively by the
student teaching triad.

Exchange phone numbers, emails, and addresses.

Confirm with the cooperating teacher the first day to report to school. DO NOT ASSUME
THAT THE DATES ON THE CONFIRMATION SHEET ARE ACCURATE.

Determine whether to meet again with the cooperating teacher before student teaching
begins.

Pick up any supporting materials to be used, i.e., teacher editions of textbooks, workbooks,
planning overviews, websites, etc.

Determine what parts of the curriculum, courses, subjects, or units you will be responsible
for teaching.

Request classroom rules, guidelines for discipline, and the student handbook or rules.

Also obtain a copy of the faculty handbook and/or department policies (for secondary
teachers). See Phase I for further ideas regarding school orientation.

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Phase I: School Orientation and Obsea vation

Orientation to the school community is critical to the student teacher’s comfort, confidence, and
ultimate success in student teaching. The student teacher and cooperating teacher share
responsibility in the acclimation and induction process. Ongoing communication through
orientation and observation will set the foundation for success in the student teaching experience.

Orientation

ObservationThe primary observations should be with the cooperating teacher. This observation
period allows the student teacher to become familiar with the set expectations of the class and
students. It also allows the student teacher time to reflect with the cooperating teacher on practices
and communicate important issues regarding the expectations of the student teacher.






Phase Il I: Trangtion/Obsea vation/Reflection

The final phase of student teaching should conclude the student teaching experience with the
following activities:

Trangtion

¢ Transition of instructional and non-instructional responsibilities from the student teacher back
to the cooperating teacher.

¢ Preparation of the pupils for the departure of the student teacher.

¢ Returning instructional materials, keys, parking pass, grade book, grading, and any other items
assigned by the cooperating teacher.

Observation

¢ Complete observations of teachers in and out of the grade level or content area.

4 Look to other types of activities/professionals in the school to gain insight into the whole
school environment: counseling office, special education classes, club activities, athletics, etc.

4 Observation should be completed in the building in which you are currently student teaching.

Reflecion
4 Discuss the student teaching final evaluation with the cooperating teacher and university
supervisor. Review midterm evaluation, discuss efforts and successes, and identify areas for

improvement.

Cooperating Teacher Respnsibilities

4 Prepare students for the student teacher’s arrival. Create an atmosphere where the student teacher feels
part of the classroom community.

4 The final authority for the classroom student’s academic progress rests with the cooperating teacher. If
the student teaching experience is detrimental to students based on observations, documentation, and
discussions with the university supervisor, the student teaching experience should be terminated.

To the student teacher

4 Acquaint student teacher with school policies and procedures. Introduce the student teacher to faculty,
staff, school, and local communities.

¢ Define the extent of the student teacher’s authority and responsibilities.

4 Communicate frequently with the university supervisor to support and evaluate the student teacher.

4 Report any concerns about the student teacher to the university supervisor.

¢ Collaboratively prepare and present the midterm and final evaluations with the university supervisor to
the student teacher to support growth and development.

To the student teaching program

4 Complete appropriate administrative paperwork.

4 Become familiar with the University expectations of student teachers and the assessment forms.

4 Complete the midterm and final evaluations and participate actively in the associated conferences.
4 Submit an evaluation of the student teaching experience.



University Supervisor Responsibilities

The University supervisors are essentially specialists in education and in their individual academic areas.
Many have taught for a number of years in the public schools and have visited a variety of classrooms. A
University supervisor will be assigned to every student teacher from IPFW.

The University supervisor is a link between the cooperating school and the University. The student teacher,
the cooperating teacher, and the University supervisor function as a triad team as they work to implement
effective learning procedures and create professional working relationships. They will observe, evaluate, and
confer with each student teacher and cooperating teacher.

The University supervisor recognizes that the primary responsibility of the cooperating teacher is to provide
an effective learning situation for the pupils. If the activities of the student teacher are not conducive to
effective learning, the student teacher must adjust techniques or perhaps be reassigned or even with drawn
from the student teaching.

To the student teacher

¢ Visits and observations of student teachers occur at least four times during the student teaching
experience. More visits/observations may be required if the student teacher is experiencing difficulty.
To accomplish this, the University supervisor needs to be informed as to when the student assumes
class teaching responsibilities.

¢ The initial visit should occur during the first two weeks of the student teaching experience.
¢ An observation should occur prior to the mid-term evaluation.
¢ After observing the classes, the University supervisor meets privately with the student teacher to

discuss the student’s general progress and to offer constructive advice. All comments and
constructive suggestions should be based on the principle that the University supervisor is to help the
student develop and improve as a teacher.

¢ Two observations should be scheduled when the student teacher assumes full responsibility for the
classroom prior to the final evaluation.

To the cooperating teache

¢ Review the policies, expectations, and administrative tasks of the student teaching experience.

¢ Communicate and collaborate frequently with the cooperating teacher to support and evaluate the
student teaching experience.

To the student teaching program

¢ Communicate with student teachers, cooperating teachers, and building administrators important
information and responsibilities. Develop a collaborative approach to support the student teaching
experience.

¢ Submit the single teaching experiences and final evaluation summary to the Office of Field Services.

¢ Report any problems with the student teaching experience to the Director of Field Services
immediately.

¢ Make sure all necessary paperwork and assessments from all members of the student teaching triad

are submitted to the Office of Field Services in a timely manner.
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Student Teacher Respnsibilities

Be PrgparedAllow plenty of time to arrive at school promptly. When the school day has ended, do not leave
before the coperating teacheais scheduled to leavthe shool. If the cooperating teacher requests different
times to meet or an evening work session, it is the professional responsibility of the student teacher to meet
these expectations.

Dress and Act Professionallyhe student teacher is a role model for students, not only in appearance, but
also in language use and mannerisms. Students should address the student teacher as Mr., Ms., or Mrs.
Professional behavior will allow the student teacher to
establish credibility with students, colleagues,

Assist in
housekeeping duties and routine procedures. Participate in teacher meetings, open house, and school events.

Discuss and reflect with the cooperating
teacher and the university supervisor on their own experiences, ideas, and strategies for improvement.
Actively participate in the midterm and final evaluation conferences.

Develop (write out) daily lesson plans and unit plans with the help and approval of your
cooperating teacher.

ObserveConfidentiaity of Student Informatioiformation about students shared by school staff or acquired
from school records must be handled professionally and kept in confidence.

Be PatientStudent teaching is a difficult job. Organize time; get enough rest; eat well; and avoid undue
stress while student teaching. The student teacher will perform best if he or she is fresh and mentally alert.
Teaching is a wonderful experience to enjoy and in which to grow personally and professionally.
