• People need to be 18 years of age 
or older and fever-free to receive a 
flu shot.   

 
• Help yourself stay healthy by 

getting a flu shot.  
• If you are ill, stay at home and avoid 

direct human contact.  
• Follow the "3-Feet Rule" (social 

distancing). If people around you 
are sick, or if influenza is in the 
community, stay three feet away 
from others.  

• Don't cough or sneeze in your hands 
but rather into your sleeve or 
shoulder to minimize the spread of 
germs.
