an intense irrational fear that prompts avoidance behaviors

a procedure that changes the rate or the
CONDITIONING
probability of a response on the basis of the consequences that result from that response

LAW OF EFFECT
Thorndike’s law: responses leading to a satisfying state of affairs tend to be repeated; those that do not, are not

SHAPING
reinforcing successive approximations of a response you want to condition

EXTINCTION
the decrease in the rate of a response as reinforcers are withheld

SOCIAL LEARNING
the position that learning takes place 
THEORY
through the observation and imitation of others (models)

COGNITIVE MAP
a mental representation of the learning situation or of the physical environment
