The meeting was convened by Prof. G. Bullion at 3:30 p.m.  Prof. Dennis Marshall was elected chair.

The focus of the meeting was the instability of WebCT and the resulting frustration by students, faculty, and technical support personnel.  The Subcommittee requested the chair to send a memo to Vice Chancellor Hannah expressing dismay at the many problems experienced by WebCT users this semester and requesting better communication and a specific plan of action if planned weekend fixes do not succeed.  Subcommittee members agreed that student needs should come before faculty needs, that IPFW should not be putting Beta software into full production, that options such as putting courses on Purdue servers should be explored, and that information that will allow informed decisions for spring semester should be made available as soon as possible.
