· The first order of business was the election of a chair.  A groundswell for David Oberstar catapulted him into the position (Read:  Oberstar was the only one to volunteer).  Sally Hartman resigned from the committee and it was decided to ask George Bullion to serve in her stead.  D. Oberstar indicated that one of the committee's tasks this year would be to develop a set of metrics to monitor the Division I move as prescribed in the Senate resolution of March, 2001.  Also, S. Hannah requested that the committee review the strategic plan with a special look at the financial aspects of it.

· The committee considered a document sent to it from ACITAS  which recommended the amendment of the ethical guidelines for computer users at IPFW.  The suggested changes were made to emphasize the connection between the ethical guidelines and the student code of conduct.  They had also added an additional paragraph focusing on civility in computer labs.  The document was passed by unanimous vote.

· D. Danielson brought to the committee a request by some faculty members to expand the number of "A" spaces in lot 7.  He provided a use study of that lot for the period 10-29-01 to 11-2-01.  That study did not indicate a clear cut need for more "A" spaces in the view of the committee, so it was decided to recommend that the allotment of "A" and "B" spaces remain the same.

· S. Hannah requested again that there be a discussion of the strategic plan, in particular the financial side.  It was suggested that the discussion begin with the Budgetary Affairs Subcommittee, which was acceptable to S. Hannah.
